4. Matters will be heard in open court from 10:00. The court room will be communicated in due course.  

5. There will be no general roll call on the 6th of May 2024. Each day’s roll will be dealt with at 10:00 on the 

allocated date. 

6. The joint practice note in each matter must be uploaded onto CaseLines by 17:00 on Tuesday, 30 April 

2024 and must also be emailed to ANdzukula@judiciary.org.za.  If not filed as yet, parties are requested 

to file their relevant factual chronology in a document separate from the joint practice note, simultaneously 

with the practice note. Ensure than the practice note clearly indicates which sections of Case Lines are to 

be read. 

7. To assist the Judge in the deliberation of the matters on her roll and to prevent matters from being struck, 

consideration of the compliance with the relevant directives pertaining to opposed motions will apply.  

8. Parties (both Applicants and Respondents) should email proposed draft orders in Word format to 

ANdzukula@judiciary.org.za  at least the day before a particular matter will be heard. Such draft orders 

must also be uploaded on CaseLines.  One hard copy must be available at the date of hearing as well.
